In order to substantiate the antioxidant effect of
Cosphaderm® Tocopharin in the skin, an in vitro
study was conducted in which the amount of re-
active oxygen species in human keratinocytes
was measured.

Natural substances with a value
of 1 come from plants, moulds, microorganisms, animals and
minerals that have been fermentatively modified by natural
organisms or altered using physical methods. Chemical
reactions are excluded. If chemical processes are carried
out, the NI of the raw material is O.

What is Hhe difference

between the Natural
lndex and the Natural
Orisin lndex?

The Natural Origin Index (NOI) is defined as 0 and values

between 0.5 and 1 and reflects how much of a substance is
of natural origin. A value of 0 shows that a substance is of synthetic origin, while a value of 1signifies
a natural origin. For example, the value can be calculated using the molecular weight or the
carbon atoms from renewable sources or with other defined biological and chemical processes.
The index of a blend of different ingredients is made up proportionally of the values of the individual
components including the solvent. The index provides a useful framework for producers of cosmetics
products when defining the naturalness of a product.
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We explain this using two examples:

Glycerin comes from plant/renewable sources so the NOl is 1
(natural origin). The substance is obtained by saponification of
fats/triglycerides, i.e. a chemical process, which is why the Nl is O.

Magnolia extract comes from plant renewable sources so the
NOI is 1. The raw material is extracted from the plant material by
physical processes and no chemical modification takes place,
which is why the Nl is 1.
